(1) Now I’ve been exercised about these meetings

(2) and strangely enough I believe

(3) my messages are coming night by night to you from the oldest book in the Bible

(4) Now I wonder

(5) if you would be right

(6) if you told me the name of that book

(7) the book of Job [long ‘o’]

(8) J – O – B

(9) In Scotland < > they call it Job [short ‘o’]

(10) <when I preach there >

(11) Well J – O – B is Job [short ‘o’] 

(12) isn’t it?

(13) But err  < > I call it Job [long ‘o’]

(14) <not being a Scotsman<

(15) Now will you turn to Job twenty-five for a short Scripture reading

(16) Job twenty-five verse one

(17) Well you see 

(18) why back to the oldest book

(19) well you know

(20) this is just a great fact of things
(21) that human hearts haven’t changed

(22) I suppose 

(23) that men like Job and Abraham and some of those great men like Melchizedek they moved around on camel back

(24) but I suppose you move around in a Chevrolet or a Cadillac or something like that

(25) Just a difference

(26) They may have had big flowing sort of skirts and all the rest of it in their tangled clothing in those old days 

(27) and you have, well, what you’ve got on tonight

(28) and err the difference is differences is in is outside not inside

(29) They had the same loves, 

(30) the same sorrows

(31) the same strivings 

(32) the same battles

(33) and they were tormented by the same selfishness:  

(34) sin

(35) the old disease of the human soul was right there

(36) and I tell you
(37) in their questionings they were wise men

(38) they faced the battles of life

(39) and they questioned God

(40) and thank God we’ve got an answer

(41) full revelation in this wonderful word of God we hold in our hand

(42) now you look for the questions in this chapter 

(43) as I read it

(44) Important [? 2.58] short chapter with questions in it

(45) Now think of three thousand five hundred years ago

(46) a man with his friends around him

(47) giving their talks, their debates

(48) right in the midst of it all this burning question comes

(49) “how then can man be justified with God?”

(50) These men believed in God

(51) They knew men

(52) And as they measured the holiness and greatness of God

(53) and they saw the smallness and the selfishness and the sinfulness of Adam’s race

(54) they saw the great gulf that lay between 

(55) the question rings out

(56) “How then can man be justified with God?”

(57) Now I dare
(58) to suggest to you

(59) that this is a problem that has troubled thinking men and women and boys and girls all down through the long ages
(60) Of course if you’re an infidel

(61) you’re a fool

(62) “The fool hath said in his heart

(63) “No God””

(64) “I don’t want to think about him.

(65) I don’t want to have anything to do with him”

(66) And in his foolishness he tries 

(67) to live his life without God

(68) says there isn’t a God

(69) Well there are genuine agnostics

(70) There are men and women who face the issues of life

(71) and they say

(72) “Well, I don’t know.

(73) I don’t think 

(74) God can ever be known.

(75) Who is he, anyhow?”

(76) And I suppose

(77) there are many genuine an .. agnostics today

(78) You can meet them

(79) But there are multitudes of people all over the world who instinctively de … believe in God

(80) They say

(81) “I’m sure there must be a creator, a designer,

(82) There must be someone back of all this

(83) Everything I can see around me

(84) There’s someone behind it

(85) And surely this isn’t a great big chance”

(86) And so they question

(87) “Is it possible to know God?”

(88) And as they go 

(89) they find out this

(90) that there’s something in their own lives

(91) something in the lives of those around them that distresses them

(92) and if they’re brave enough to use the old Bible world [sic: word] 

(93) they admit 

(94) it’s sin

(95) the disease of sin in the human soul

(96) sin that sits with all its selfishness in the human life

(97) and the wages of sin are manifest around us in a dying world

(98) On every hand we can see the results of sin

(99) And looking up to God

(100) and looking within their own hearts 

(101) a question begins to arise

(102) “how then can man, the sinner, be justified, cleared from every charge, 

(103) to stand before God accepted?”

(104) Great question 

(105) that seems to burn through the ages

(106) Now a great friend of mine who went when I was a boy to the heart of Africa to preach the gospel 

(107) told me that he learned the language of a great tribe that stretched away out to the jungles and forests

(108) and there came the time 

(109) when he could leave the mission base 

(110) where they’d done so much language study 

(111) and move out into great new districts, new villages

(112) and you just imagine 

(113) the missionary’s dream of being able to go having learned the language with the gospel 

(114) to people who’ve never heard that message

(115) and he said

(116) he would go into a central village 

(117) and he would make friends with the chief

(118) and err runners would go out to the districts and villages around

(119) and they would call a great big conference

(120) and then there came the moment 

(121) when he was introduced as a messenger 

(122) and standing up to a great conference [? 7.05] of people 

(123) he would preach the gospel

(124) Now every gospel people … preacher knows

(125) that you’ve got to start with A

(126) and then you’ve got to move to B

(127) and then you’ve got to move to C

(128) You can’t get the great big message of the gospel all over in five minutes

(129) So he usually started with A:

(130) “All have sinned 

(131) and come short of the glory of God”

(132) and then having finished that

(133) he would move on to his next great message which was 

(134) “Behold the Lamb of God which taketh away the sin of the world”

(135) And as he’d told 

(136) of Christ’s coming to meet our need

(137) he would have a bit of a rest off

(138) and then he would move to his third message:

(139) “Come unto me all ye that labour and are heavy laden.

(140) I will give you rest.”

(141) And he preached the A – B – C of the gospel.

(142) And he tells

(143) how a thousand odd had gathered

(144) and he said

(145) he had preached his first message

(146) and then there was a sort of break

(147) and err he looked into their faces

(148) and he said

(149) “Now before I move on to my second message

(150) I want 

(151) to know

(152) if there are any questions”

(153) and he tells how an old African with white hair < > got up

(154) <obviously a village leader>

(155) Lifting his finger and pointing toward the servant of God 

(156) who had come amongst them with the gospel

(157) he said

(158) “Wanna.  Wanna. [? – 8:45]

(159) We know all this.  

(160) But is there no way out?”

(161) Now he had only listened to the first message

(162) as he had spoken of sin

(163) and the awful disease of sin in human hearts and lives

(164) and the old African rose up 

(165) and said

(166) “We know all this”

(167) And do you know

(168) most boys and girls who are growing up in our old, sobbing world today

(169) they see all the gifts of God

(170) the lovely trees, 

(171) the blue skies, 

(172) the rolling seas, 

(173) the patient mother and father, 

(174) friendship, 

(175) good food, 

(176) healthy lives

(177) and very soon they realize

(178) that all is not well with the human life

(179) they begin to see tears on cheeks

(180) they begin to hear that great big groan in a sinning humanity

(181) and if they’re brave

(182) they know

(183) that something’s wrong

(184) Now these men, Job and his friends, had faced this fact

(185) They knew 

(186) something was wrong

(187) but the great, burning question of three thousand five hundred years ago was this

(188) “How then can man be justified?”

(189) How can that man that was born of a woman

(190) and born with Adam’s nature

(191) and is naturally selfish and sinful

(192) how can he be cleared of every charge

(193) to stand before a holy God

(194) accepted?

(195) And there they sit together

(196) and this question rings out from the lips of Bildad

(197) What is the answer?

(198) Now have you ever dared

(199) to face the fact 

(200) that God looks down from heaven, his dwelling place, upon the children of men

(201) and he looks down to see

(202) if there are any seeking after him

(203) if there are any longing for his company

(204) and he doesn’t find one

(205) Now, dear sir, don’t tell me

(206) you’re an exception

(207) because I don’t think

(208) you are

(209) You see

(210) you were born into this old world just like all the other millions

(211) and perhaps you’re mistaken

(212) if you think

(213) that you’re the one exception

(214) that seeks God

(215) No, God has to seek you

(216) You’ve no desire for God

(217) You’ve no desire

(218) to know him

(219) You’ve no desire

(220) to seek his companionship

(221) No

(222) “God looked down from heaven, his dwelling place, upon the children of men”

(223) and he said

(224) “they’ve all gone the same way”

(225) There isn’t one that looks up

(226) and really seeks me

(227) and God is the seeker

(228) Oh, yes

(229) Occasionally a man looks up 

(230) and he says

(231) “when I consider thy heavens, 

(232) the work of thy hands, 

(233) the sun, 

(234) the moon, 

(235) the stars

(236) what is man 

(237) that thou art mindful of him?”

(238) Could God take an interest in the children of men?

(239) Little creatures that walk in his sovereign humanity in the world [? 11:50)

(240) Could God care?

(241) And oh, how wonderfully we know

(242) he cares

(243) how God is the seeker

(244) God is after that which was lost

(245) after that which has been hurt 

(246) and destroyed by sin

(247) In fact God has come down amongst us

(248) come to seek 

(249) and to save us

(250) this great love, the love of God, is shed abroad in our world today

(251) Millions are tasting of it

(252) “God so loved the world

(253) that he gave his only begotten Son”

(254) and of course the answer to this question is in that son of his love

(255) Have you ever read through the epistle to the Romans?

(256) Be honest.

(257) Just answer that question deep down inside you.

(258) In this book there’s a letter to the Romans

(259) I tell our young West-Indian preachers

(260) “If you ever want to preach the gospel

(261) you soak your heart and mind in Romans

(262) Read it through again 

(263) and again 

(264) and again

(265) and again

(266) until it burns in your soul

(267) then go out into the villages, 

(268) over the mountains

(269) and preach what you find [sic]

(270) you know

(271) Paul says in chapter one verse sixteen

(272) “I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ

(273) for it is the power of God unto salvation

(274) to everyone that believeth

(275) for therein < > is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith

(276) <that’s in the gospel>

(277) as it is written

(278) ‘The just shall live by faith’”

(279) And in those opening eight chapters

(280) the first four chapters it’s the gospel to sinners

(281) and the sinner by simple faith enters into pardon

(282) but in the next four chapters it’s the gospel to saints, to Christians

(283) and by faith the Christian enters into power 

(284) to live victoriously
(285) and the good news of the gospel in Romans is absolutely vital

(286) Now I feel sure
(287) if that question’s going to be answered -

(288) three thousand five hundred years ago it was spoken

(289) “How then can man be justified with God?” – 

(290) The wisest thing for me to do

(291) if I’m going to seek to answer it

(292) is to turn to Romans to find the answer

(293) Now I’m going to turn to five verses in Romans

(294) and I’m going to ask you

(295) to listen to the answers coming out of the New Testament

(296) Romans eight verse thirty-three

(297) Verse thirty-two

(298) “God spared not his own Son

(299) but delivered him up for us all

(300) How shall he not with him freely give us all things

(301) Who shall lay anything to the charge of God’s elect?

(302) It is God that justifieth”

(303) What a statement

(304) Oh, Harold Wildish, child of Adam

(305) sinner, 

(306) selfish in all your need

(307) you can never clear your own self from every charge

(308) to stand before God

(309) Simply nothing you can do about it

(310) You stand condemned as a guilty sinner

(311) in the presence of a holy God

(312) and if justification is going to come to me

(313) it’s going to come from God

(314) God will do it

(315) “It is God that justifieth” 

(316) I don’t know

(317) if you’ve heard that old story 

(318) of two boys who went to school

(319) sat side by side in the old school house

(320) played together in the playground and out on the fields

(321) and one day they had to part company

(322) for school days were over

(323) and they went in different directions in the path of life

(324) After many years they met again 

(325) and in a very trying circumstance

(326) One of them was the man of justice, the judge in a court

(327) and the other was the prisoner, 

(328) standing at the bar

(329) and the news got out in the courtroom

(330) and people were all talking about it

(331) They said

(332) “You know 

(333) these two were boys playing together in the old school house.

(334) And some were whispering 

(335) and saying

(336) “Well you see

(337) He’ll get off lightly

(338) I guess

(339) he’ll give him a very easy deal”

(340) And as the case came up

(341) and the witnesses gave their witnesses and so on

(342) the case went squarely against that prisoner

(343) and the judge brought him in as guilty

(344) and gave him a fine or imprisonment that seemed to be as stern

(345) as anything he’d ever done

(346) Just as they were leading the prisoner away

(347) the judge was seen to take off his official err clothes or wig or whatever he wore at that time

(348) and stepping down to the clerk of the court

(349) he said

(350) “Err, how much fine has the prisoner to pay?”

(351) He was told the sum

(352) and taking from his own pocket a personal chequebook 

(353) he opened it 

(354) and he wrote out the full amount

(355) and handed it over to the clerk of the courts

(356) and the word went down that the man who was being led down to the cells was free

(357) The fine had been paid.

(358) Now it’s a simple story, 

(359) happening in life

(360) But that’s just what God did

(361) God saw the disease of sin with its awful devastation in the human race

(362) and God in tremendous love planned salvation

(363) and sent his Son down 

(364) to pay the redemption price upon the cross

(365) and when the question of the gospel comes ringing out into our world

(366) it’s this

(367) It’s God who has justified

(368) God has planned it

(369) God has worked it out

(370) and God has sent the glad tidings into all the world

(371) for us to hear

(372) “When you say

(373) that God is going to justify me

(374) the guilty sinner

(375) how did he do it?

(376) What price did he pay?”

(377) And I want 

(378) you to take your Bible 

(379) and turn back just a page to chapter five in Romans 

(380) and look at verse nine.

(381) We’ll read verse eight just to get the co… the, the continuance of the err the thinking

(382) Verse eight:

(383) “But God commended his love toward us

(384) in that while we were yet sinners 

(385) Christ died for us

(386) Much more then being now justified by his blood

(387) we shall be saved from wrath through him”

(388) There it is

(389) “Justified by his blood”

(390) You see

(391) if God is the great author of justification

(392) the ground on which he can do it is that precious blood of his Son

(393) shed upon the cross

(394) and on the ground of Calvary < > God comes out as far as he can toward men

(395) <that tremendous transaction upon the cross of shame>

(396) And he says

(397) “Whosoever will come to that cross 

(398) and meet with me,

(399) Whosoever will bow at that cross in true repentance

(400) confessing their sin 

(401) and their need

(402) whosoever will trust in that precious blood, 

(403) that finished work

(404) they shall be justified by his blood”

(405) I think 

(406) it was that old preacher

(407) the old American revivalist, Jonathan Edwards, who used to love 

(408) to tell the story of a dream or vision he had

(409) He pictured it something like this

(410) He said

(411) “I saw a beautiful creature called Mercy

(412) And she came to a big, high, stone wall

(413) and she looked over this stone wall into a great enclosure

(414) that was loaded with people

(415) People in great distress

(416) People wounded and crying in desperate need

(417) And all the heart of mercy went out toward those people

(418) She wanted 

(419) to lift their burdens

(420) bind up their wounds

(421) wipe their tears away

(422) so she came round the wall

(423) and she tried to find a way of entrance

(424) and when she got to the way of entrance

(425) she found standing in the entrance a tall, stern figure called Justice

(426) and he held in his hand a sword

(427) and the sword of justice was moving across the only opening

(428) he was guarding it

(429) and Mercy faced Justice

(430) and said 

(431) “Justice, may I go in to meet the need of those people?

(432) They need me so badly

(433) Will you let me go in?”

(434) And Justice said

(435) “No

(436) Not till every claim of justice is met”

(437) So Mercy and Justice faced each other

(438) and the sword of Justice barred the way

(439) and poor Mercy turned away, weeping

(440) and as she turned away, weeping

(441) she met one like unto the Son of God,

(442) Jesus is his name,

(443) And he said

(444) “Mercy, what aileth thee?”

(445) And she told him all her heart.

(446) He didn’t speak much

(447) He simply said

(448) “Mercy, you come with me

(449) and we will meet Justice together

(450) and as they approached Justice

(451) he was seen to be loosing his clothing

(452) and bearing his heart

(453) and as he came face to face with Justice

(454) Justice raised his sword 

(455) to defend the gateway

(456) and the Son of God moved forward

(457) and all of a sudden Justice raised his sword to strike

(458) The Son of God moved forward

(459) And all of a sudden there was a flash

(460) The sword of Justice was …ed [indecipherable 22:12] in the heart of the Son of God

(461) And every claim of Justice was met

(462) Satisfied

(463) And now the door’s wide open

(464) and Mercy can go in to whosoever will

(465) to lift the burdens

(466) to wipe the tears away

(467) That’s what happened at Calvary

(468) When God moved out to justify

(469) at the cross his darling son faced the claims of justice

(470) In those dread and dark hours the Son of God bore our sin in his own body on the tree

(471) The waves and billows of divine wrath sought for him 

(472) and found him

(473) and he exhausted them

(474) and at last triumphantly he cried

(475) “It’s accomplished”

(476) And God is completely satisfied

(477) with what Jesus did for you on that cross

(478) and he will meet any sinner around the world < > on that ground of Calvary 

(479) <whether they come form a palace or a prison>

(480) where his darling son dealt with the question of your sin

(481) and was wounded for your transgression

(482) Oh, I hope

(483) you are satisfied with what God is satisfied with

(484) I don’t think

(485) forgiveness can ever come to your heart

(486) I don’t think

(487) you could ever rejoice in salvation

(488) until you meet God at the cross

(489) It’s there the word ‘forgiven’ can be spoken to your soul

(490) that word that alone can bring peace to your heart

(491) the joy of a great salvation to your life

(492) You know

(493) it’s a wonderful thing 

(494) [[to be a forgiven man

(495) a forgiven woman]]

(496) Some of you don’t realize this

(497) But do you know

(498) you need forgiveness tonight

(499) and you need to be justified
(500) cleared from every charge that God has against you

(501) Oh wouldn’t it be wonderful

(502) if you went home tonight 

(503) to lay your head upon your pillow with a clean slate

(504) with a happy conscience

(505) with a joy and peace that forgiveness alone can give

(506) You know

(507) it’s a strange thing

(508) but men need more than forgiveness

(509) They need justification

(510) I heard of a little girl

(511) who was going to a party at four o’clock

(512) It’s a very homey story

(513) And the little girl was dressed up to look like a little angel

(514) you know

(515) little girls about ten and eleven dressed up for a party

(516) really look tremendous

(517) don’t they?

(518) And mother got her all ready

(519) and said

(520) “I’m taking you about five to four

(521) and err I’m running upstairs to get ready

(522) Now be a good girl

(523) Don’t go outside

(524) It’s raining a bit”

(525) And the little girl was playing

(526) or just waiting

(527) when all of a sudden she heard a noise

(528) of a passing band

(529) and you know

(530) this band was irresistible

(531) She rushed to the window 

(532) to look

(533) and listen

(534) but she couldn’t see 

(535) because there was a line of trees and hedges on the front of the garden

(536) so she dashed to the front door

(537) and down the old, wet, slippery path to the front gate

(538) to see the band passing

(539) and as she ran 

(540) she fell

(541) flop

(542) and now our little angel’s a fallen angel

(543) Well she got up

(544) and she forgot all about the band

(545) The first thing she thought of was dear mother

(546) And she turned round

(547) and she knew instinctively 

(548) that confession was the only thing

(549) and as mother came out to … to meet her

(550) she said

(551) “Oh, mummy, mummy, could you ever forgive me?

(552) I’m sorry”

(553) And the mother looked at that little girl 

(554) and saw the bleeding knees

(555) and the stained dress

(556) and the poor little girl with the tears on her cheeks

(557) and mother didn’t give her a slapping

(558) Mother said

(559) “Alright, I’ll forgive you.

(560) But listen,

(561) it’s just time to go to the party.

(562) Hold my hand

(563) and we’ll go right off to the party”

(564) And the little girl says

(565) “Oh mummy, I can’t g…”

(566) “What , I’ve forgiven you

(567) what more do you want?”

(568) What more do you want?

(569) She just needed one thing more

(570) She needed to be restored just as if she had never tumbled down on that path

(571) And you know

(572) you need more than forgiveness

(573) you need justification

(574) you need to be restored

(575) so that you stand before God cleansed

(576) fit for his divine presence

(577) and that’s what God offers you

(578) he says

(579) “I’ve done it

(580) I’ve worked it all out

(581) I am the author of justification

(582) and at the cross I will meet you 

(583) on the ground of that blood shed by my darling son

(584) when he gave his life to redeem you

(585) when he bore all your sin in his own body on the tree

(586) Now if you’ll turn just one chapter back in Romans to chapter four verse twenty-five

(587) we read these words

(588) “Jesus our Lord 

(589) who was delivered for our offences

(590) and raised again for our justification”

(591) Now don’t get confused

(592) God is the author of justification

(593) The precious blood shed upon the cross is the ground of our justification

(594) But the empty tomb, the risen Christ, is the proof of our justification

(595) a living, magnificent saviour

(596) Makes our gospel different to every other gospel in the world

(597) You can test nearly every teaching and cult on this ground:

(598) Do you believe 

(599) that God manifested himself in flesh 

(600) in the person of his Son

(601) who died upon the cross

(602) who finished the work of redemption

(603) and was buried 

(604) and on the third day was raised again in risen, glorified manhood

(605) and ascended

(606) and lives able to save to the uttermost all that come unto God by him

(607) That’s the gospel

(608) And anything else but that is not the gospel

(609) He lives

(610) I don’t know 

(611) if you heard of those two dear Mohammedan followers of Islam
(612) who < > saw an old Ford car at the side of the road

(613) <walking along an North African road>

(614) and  sitting in the Ford car was one of their old friends who had become a Christian

(615) and as they passed they saw him reading the Bible

(616) the Holy Scriptures

(617) and they went up to the car side 

(618) and they said 

(619) “Why do you read that book?”

(620) And he said

(621) “Well, why shouldn’t I read this book?

(622) It’s a wonderful book”

(623) “Oh” < > “that book’s no good”

(624) <they said>

(625) “You should read the Koran”

(626) He said

(627) “Well you know 

(628) I read the Koran for years

(629) You know that

(630) I know 

(631) as much about the Koran as you do

(632) but I love 

(633) to read this book”

(634) But they said

(635) “Why do you read that book?”

(636) Well he said

(637) “I’ll ask you a question in answer”

(638) He said

(639) “You know

(640) if you were going down a road

(641) and you came to the corner

(642) where two roads stretched out in different directions

(643) and one went up over the hills and through the valleys

(644) and the other went through this valley and down towards the sea

(645) and you looked for some way to guide you

(646) You wanted to get to a certain place

(647) and you didn’t know 

(648) which of those two roads to take

(649) and you’d been on a long journey 

(650) and the sun was setting

(651) and you looked round to see 

(652) if there was someone who could help you 

(653) and show you the way

(654) and as you looked around

(655) you saw a dead man lying at the side of the road there

(656) Poor fellow

(657) He’s dead

(658) He’s lying dead at the side of the road

(659) And over here you see a living man

(660) and he’s standing at the side of the road

(661) “Now” < > “my friends I ask you 

(662) <he said>

(663) err who do you think

(664) I would ask about the way?”

(665) “Oh” < > “don’t be so foolish man

(666) <they said>

(667) Of course you wouldn’t ask a dead man

(668) You’d ask the living man”

(669) “Well” “you know

(670) <he said>

(671) for years I read the Koran

(672) “and < > “I, I wanted 

(673) to get to Paradise one day

(674) <he said>

(675) And I wanted

(676) to please God”

(677) He said

(678) “I saved up my money”

(679) He said

(680) “There was a time

(681) when I took my pilgrimage to Arabia
(682) and I got to the big city of Mecca
(683) and I went out with the pilgrims to the burying place of Mohammed
(684) and I came to that big black-top tomb

(685) and I, I kissed it again 

(686) and again

(687) and again

(688) I kissed his burying place

(689) hoping I would get to Paradise

(690) but still there were doubts in my mind

(691) and I wondered

(692) whether I was praying sufficiently

(693) and doing sufficiently

(694) and living sufficiently”

(695) He said

(696) “One day I met Jesus Christ

(697) the one who died on the cross 

(698) but he’s alive from the dead”

(699) and he said

(700) “I looked into his face

(701) and I heard his words

(702) and he said

(703) “I am the way 

(704) the truth

(705) and the life

(706) No man cometh unto the Father 

(707) but by me””

(708) And he said

(709) “I, I decided 

(710) I would trust him”

(711) And he said

(712) “He brought joy and peace to my heart”

(713) and he said

(714) “I live with him

(715) and walk with him

(716) I can come to his throne of grace at any time

(717) to find grace 

(718) to help in time of need”

(719) And he said

(720) “Somehow he lives in this book to my heart [?31:52]

(721) Do you wonder

(722) that if I wanted really to know the right way

(723) I should go to the living man?”

(724) And of course they had no answer

(725) And that’s what makes our Christian message completely different

(726) He lives

(727) He was raised again for our justification

(728) He is our living receipt [? 32:16] in heaven

(729) that God is satisfied 

(730) with the work he did upon the cross

(731) and on the ground of that work we can stand before God 

(732) pardoned, 

(733) cleansed

(734) accepted in that beloved Saviour

(735) Now turn back to chapter three in Romans

(736) and verse twenty four

(737) “Being justified freely by his grace”

(738) Didn’t pay a thing for it

(739) All we had to do

(740) was to confess our sin

(741) All we had to do

(742) was to come 

(743) “just as I am 

(744) without one plea”

(745) All that we had to do

(746) was to come at the end of ourselves

(747) in our bankrupt condition as sinners

(748) into the presence of a holy God

(749) and take his grace

(750) It’s all of his grace

(751) Oh, that men and women and boys and girls would see

(752) that it’s all of his grace

(753) “By grace ye are saved through faith”

(754) That’s not of yourselves

(755) It’s the gift of God

(756) You don’t have to pay for a gift

(757) If it’s of works

(758) it’s of works

(759) If it’s of grace

(760) it’s of grace

(761) and God comes out in pure grace

(762) and he offers salvation

(763) He says

(764) “I’ve planned it

(765) My son died on the cross

(766) to make it real

(767) I’ve raised him from the dead

(768) and I offer to you in grace a living Saviour

(769) who can come into your life

(770) and make all things new

(771) Oh, I plead with you

(772) Never talk again

(773) about your trying

(774) When God comes with a free gift in grace

(775) don’t say 

(776) “Well I’m trying to be better

(777) I’m trying to be a Christian

(778) I’m doing my best

(779) I’m working hard at it

(780) I hope 

(781) some day it’ll be alright”

(782) No

(783) God doesn’t want 

(784) you to do that

(785) He wants 

(786) you to come 

(787) just as you are

(788) and say with a great big thank you in your heart

(789) “I thank you for the grace of God

(790) that brought salvation

(791) that can give to me pardon 

(792) and cleansing

(793) and power

(794) to walk in newness of life

(795) and from beginning to end my salvation

(796) is a, is a, is a, is a risen saviour

(797) who died for me on the cross

(798) who lives for me on the throne

(799) I’m justified by his blood

(800) but I’m saved by his life

(801) and < > that grace pours into lives

(802) <wonder of wonders>

(803) Grace sufficient for every time of need

(804) Oh, that dissatisfied heart

(805) Oh, that struggling soul

(806) Oh that man and woman who has tried by a hundred means

(807) to try and justify themselves

(808) they think 

(809) they’ve a sporting chance

(810) somehow to slip into heaven

(811) somehow they hope 

(812) it’ll be alright

(813) I beg of you

(814) Just come and rest in the grace of God

(815) And taste of this gracious saviour’s mighty salvation

(816) Well you say

(817) “How could I do it?”

(818) Well in my closing moments I will tell you

(819) Turn to chapter five, verse one

(820) Oh, the thrill of it!

(821) “Therefore being justified by faith”

(822) You see,

(823) “By grace you are saved through faith”

(824) God asks nothing more

(825) Your forefather fell through unbelief

(826) and God says

(827) “All I ask you 

(828) is to believe on my Son”

(829) He fell through lack of trust

(830) All he asks

(831) you to do

(832) is to come with childlike trust

(833) Yes

(834) “Being justified freely by his grace”

(835) I can in simple faith lay hold upon all that Christ kept for me

(836) “Therefore being justified by faith

(837) we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ

(838) by whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand 

(839) and rejoice in hope of the glory of God”

(840) Don’t miss this

(841) You must come with empty hands in simple faith

(842) You say

(843) “well I can’t see God”

(844) That’s where faith is needed

(845) “Faith steps out on the seeming void

(846) And finds the rock beneath”

(847) God loves to be trusted

(848) Without that you can’t please him

(849) “Without faith it’s impossible to please God”

(850) It’s the way by which he brings you into his great eternal kingdom

(851) to be a child of God

(852) to rejoice in eternal life

(853) I wonder

(854) if you would turn to Christ tonight

(855) and put your trust in him?

(856) I can only say 

(857) to some soul that God is speaking to 

(858) “Get right with God

(859) and do it now

(860) Get right with God

(861) He tells you how

(862) Oh, come to Christ

(863) who shed his blood

(864) and at the cross

(865) get right with God”

(866) Would you meet God at the cross?

(867) You’re not too young

(868) You’re not too old

(869) Would you meet him as a sinner

(870) meeting a holy God

(871) on the ground of that one

(872) who as the one mediator stood between at the cross

(873) who’s bridged the gulf

(874) who has satisfied the claims of God

(875) can meet your deepest need
(876) Would you come to that cross tonight?

(877) Would you do business with God at that cross tonight?

(878) You say

(879) “Well, I’ve often wanted God’s best

(880) I’ve often wanted

(881) to be a real Christian

(882) I’ve often felt a lack in my own life

(883) as I face the path of life

(884) I wonder

(885) if God brought me here

(886) to do what I hear 

(887) so many people talking about

(888) really enter into all that God has for me”

(889) “How then can man be justified with God?”

(890) “It is God that justifieth

(891) It is the precious blood of Jesus

(892) shed upon the cross 

(893) in those dark hours when he bore your sin

(894) that is the redemption price

(895) that can justify 

(896) and clear from every charge

(897) and give you standing before God

(898) The resurrection of Jesus

(899) the empty tomb is the proof 

(900) [[he lives mighty to save you]]

(901) And God in wondrous grace comes out 

(902) and says

(903) “Taste of the grace of God tonight

(904) In simple faith possess your possessions

(905) And be able to go home saying

(906) “I know whom I have believed

(907) and am persuaded

(908) that he is able to keep that which I have committed unto him against that day”
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
